Martin Richards of Domino came to the meeting to discuss ways in which the company could help the Parish Council with environmental issues.  He updated the meeting by stating that Domino had a very good year financially, the group has grown and Bar Hill is now the home of Domino Global from around the world.  They have a “green team” in all their subsidiaries around the world but until now nothing has been done in Bar Hill, and they would like to rectify this situation.

Appletrees Homecare - An email has been received from Appletrees Homecare and this was read out to the meeting.  The content was discussed at length.

SCDC – DPPO Task Force - An email has been received from SCDC requesting a representative to sit on the Committee of the DPPO Task Force.  This was briefly discussed and the Clerk was asked to contract them and ask where the meetings will be held and how often.  It was agreed that we should push for the meetings to be held in Bar Hill, as we are the only village in South Cambridgeshire to have a DPPO in place.

Pheasant Rise Signage - BG reported that one of the street numbering signs in Pheasant Rise has had extra numbers added in marker.  The numbering of the sign needs to be redone and the Clerk will put this on her “to do” list.

Graffiti - MSD reported that graffiti has appeared on the seat at the bus shelter at Tesco.  The Clerk will contact Tesco and ask for this to be removed.

LS Landscapes - SJ reported that LS Landscapes have been advertising on the area close to the Skate Park, where the new bollards were installed.  The Clerk informed the meeting that this has already been dealt with as she spoke to Chris Bradley of SCDC and he is on the case.  Also LS Landscapes are currently working in Acorn Avenue and have badly churned up a grassed area belonging to the Parish Council.  It was agreed that the Clerk would write to 18 Acorn Avenue, who has employed the contractors, and inform them of what the contractors have done and that we will expect full reinstatement after the work has been completed at their property.
