	Items for Information

Cambridge Water Plc – Farmhouse water supply

The letter from Cambridge Water Plc was read out to the Committee and discussed at length.  MP proposed that a letter be sent to SPARC informing them that the water supply would be split in to two, so that SPARC would then have to pay for their own water supply.  This will cost in the region of £1000 to be done and in view of that fact the SPARC have had 8 years of water free of charge it would be helpful if they could contribute towards this cost and this was seconded by MS.  All in favour.

SCDC – Letter on Guidance on Rural Affordable Housing

The Chair briefly looked at this document and it was agreed that the contents would be noted and filed.

Article in paper – Villagers unite to discover ways of improving their community

An article was read out to the Committee whereby a local village had taken on various projects within the community on a voluntary basis and the Clerk was very keen to take this idea forward for Bar Hill by setting up a bank of volunteers that could be called upon when projects come up in the village. It was agreed that the Clerk would take this forward and she would start by getting volunteers from the residents that attend our April Litter Picking Day. 

Pothole repairs – BG reported that the Pheasant Rise pothole repairs were done very half-heartedly.  Some were missed out completely and the repairs that were done have already started to crack.

Residents Association Meeting – MS reported that at the last Residents Association Meeting it was commented that the brick walls at the entrance to the village would benefit from having light reflectors on them.  Also they mentioned the lack of lighting at the Skate Park. MS recommended that a light could be placed on one of the existing columns that come on from dusk to dawn.

Winter Gritting – MP reported that he had comments to say that the gritting of the street entrances, done by Brookfield, went very well during the cold snap and it made a great deal of difference to vehicle access to the streets.

Village Green Drainage – JY reported that the drainage system put in place last year seems to be working well on the football pitch and most matches have been played this winter.

Drainage in general – MS reported that a soak away system needs to be put in place on the corner of the school playing field as this is flooding constantly when it rains.  The Clerk did obtain a quotation for this work some years ago, but this was never completed.  This will be looked at again.
