	Items for Information

Assured Highways Solutions Ltd – email sent from traffic management company who deals mainly with road closures for events etc.  The contents were noted and filed.

Scout Group – email received informing the Parish Council that the water meter has now been installed.

Drainage – JY reported that the green area next to the school playing field keeps flooding when it rains.  The Clerk informed the meeting that she did obtain a quotation a couple of years ago for this area to have a soak away put in, but did not get any further as the problem seemed to rectify itself.  It was agreed that the Clerk would obtain new quotations for this work to be done.

Tesco Litter – JDol reported that he had been on the Defra website, which was very informative on giving advice on litter and other issues.  There is a local authority litter control order, which could be placed on Tesco and they would have 28 days to remove the litter.  MP replied that the control orders are no good if there are no resources to enforce the orders, so he felt that in the first instance we should always contact Tesco direct and ask for the litter to be removed.

BB reported that he had already visited Tesco and asked about the collection of litter and they informed him that the litter is collected every 3 months.  He felt this was not often enough and has requested that this be done on a regular basis.  It seems that in order to save money Tesco has reduced their outside cleaners but it has been made clear to them that this is unacceptable.

He also spoke to Tesco about the accident that occurred on the crossing by the bus stop.  He informed Tesco that traffic calming measures should be put in place near the crossing and they replied that they had no jurisdiction for this, so it was agreed that the Parish Council will write directly to head office and request a road hump to be placed either side of the crossing to stop any further accidents occurring.
