ITEMS FOR INFORMATION

Stream – The Clerk read out the report that she has now sent to Domino Printing Ltd, who is looking to get involved in environmental issues of the village and have shown an interest in helping the Parish Council to get the stream banks shored up and also to have a flowerbed or something similar created at the entrance to the village.

Livestock – The Clerk informed the meeting that she had the Chair of the Allotment Society come to see her with regard to a plot holder wishing to have chickens on his plot.  He felt that although there is no law against this, if other members of the Allotment Society wished to also have chickens there could be a problem with noise, mess and vermin and he would like to Parish Council to not allow this activity.

Also complaints from residents in Otter Gardens have been forthcoming with regard to a resident keeping a cockerel in his garden.. The Clerk has looked at the website and can find no law against keeping cockerels but she had contacted SCDC, Environmental Health to see if the noise issue could be a problem.
