Letter from resident

Planning Permission for Signage

MS reported that since DHL was taken over by YODEL a new sign has appeared on the outside of their building and a planning application was not received for this.  It was suggested that the Clerk write a letter to YODEL and politely inform them that retrospective permission would be needed for the new sign. 

Village Hall Garden

The fencing for the new Village Hall Garden was briefly debated and it was agreed that after the meeting closed the Planning Committee was site visit the area to look at the Village Hall garden as well as a possible place for a new storage container for the Cricket Club as well as storage for the Colts.

Bus Service

JDol reported that the 55 evening bus from Cambridge to St Ives is not calling at Bar Hill and feels that people working in the village would benefit from this service calling in at Bar Hill.  MS replied that there is a new bus service timetable that takes effect from 17th April and thinks that there will be an evening bus to St Ives.

DPPO

This subject was briefly debated and MS wants to know what the new regulations will be when they come in to force.  Also what powers the Police will have as the new legislation will need to be as good if not better that the current DPPO we have in place.
