Vehicle Parking in Acorn Avenue

An email has been received from a concerned resident informing us that vehicles are using the lay-by to park and then going off to work by bus and the resident was asking if anything could be done about this.

It was agreed that as this is a public highway, any vehicle can use this lay-by, however the Clerk will write to our PCSO and ask if he can take a look to see if any of the vehicles are blocking the view of drivers.

Skate Park – General discussion and money spent so far

The expenditure was read out to the meeting and MS explained that she and the Clerk attended a meeting at Histon Police Station where the police were looking at perception of crime with the young people as it has come to the attention of the police that some young people would not use the Skate Park due to their perception of crime in the area, although statistics show that there is no crime relating to the Skate Park.

MS explained that this came about after the last Neighbourhood Panel Meeting when this subject was discussed at length, not only in Bar Hill but also Swavesey.  Julie Bristow had also attended the meeting and she had suggested that the Parish Council could organise for the Connexions bus to park up at the Skate Park to engage with the young people and put their minds are rest.
