Visitors to meeting:  Peter Fane of Dry Drayton Parish Council and Andrew Pellew, a resident of Bar Hill and also a Councillor for Cambridge City Council attended the meeting as observers.  Paul Neal of the Colts Football Club also attended to speak about storage facilities.

To Approve Minutes of Parish Council Meeting on 17th March 2011:-


The Minutes for the Parish Council Meeting held on 17th March 2011 were read and approved as a true record.  Proposed by MP and seconded by SJ.  All in favour.

Matters for discussion from previous minutes

SPARC – A reply to our letter has been received and this was read out to the meeting.  In summary SPARC have no extra funds at present to be able to contribute towards the cost of the installation of the new water supply and MS suggested that perhaps this could be paid back on a repayment plan.  After a long debate MS proposed that we work out a repayment plan at £20 per month, which will be paid by standing order and once the water supply has been divided between the two buildings they will pay for their own water.   This was seconded by SJ.  All in favour.

Storage for sports equipment – Paul Neal of the Colts Football Club attended the meeting and explained that at present there are currently 91 boys and 41 girls playing football in the Colts and due to the School taking back the current storage they use they are in need of a new storage facility of approximately 30x10.


BB asked if they had contacted the Cricket Club, as they are also looking for extra storage and Paul Neal replied that this could be a joint venture but would need separate access for the Cricket and Football Club.  This is being brought up for discussion at their next meeting.


MS informed Paul that the Parish Council would be happy for the area behind the Farmhouse to have a shed built for their exclusive use.  JY and MP were happy to leave the existing storage containers on the village green but would not like to see a proliferation of containers, as this would look very messy.


MS felt that all the sports clubs should get together and talk it through to see where more storage could be placed, if not behind the Farmhouse then perhaps the other end of the Scout Hut.  If a combined project could be put together then the Parish Council would look very favourably on this.


Funding was discussed and Paul indicated that costs would be part funded by the Colts Football Club but they would be looking at the Parish Council to help, perhaps with the supply of the materials.


On a positive note, BH informed the meeting that last weekend he went to see the Colts cup final and he, along with many other residents, was very impressed with the behaviour of the young people and it was good to see so many people attending the match and supporting the team.  The Colts did the village proud.


At this point Paul left the meeting and the Parish Council indicated that whatever the outcome the Scout Group would need to be notified as a matter of courtesy.


Village Hall Patio – BB brought a new plan of the patio area for the Parish Council to inspect.  The area has been somewhat reduced in size as many Councillors had reservations on the original size of the area intended for the new patio.  After a brief discussion JY proposed that the new plan be accepted and this was seconded by BB.  For=6.  Against=4.  Abstained=1.  Therefore motion was carried.

	Standards Committee Newsletter – Localism Bill

RH stated that he had a prejudicial interest and could make no decision. This was debated at length as the Parish Council had a decision to make on the following

Does your Parish Council plan to adopt a voluntary code of conduct?

If so, does your Parish Council plan to adopt a framework of dealing with allegations relating to your voluntary code?

If the District Council adopts a voluntary code of conduct and framework, would your Parish Council consider signing up to it?  If so, what do you think would be an appropriate fee?

Does your Parish Council plan to appoint an independent monitoring officer or to ask the District Council’s Monitoring Officer to continue to have responsibility for the registration of members’ interests?

Do you want to District Council to continue to have responsibility for Parish Council guidance, advice and training in matters relating to member conduct?

Taking all the above questions in to consideration MP proposed that, in principle, the Parish Council would go along with the District Council’s code of conduct and framework and would be guided by their decisions.  With regard to a fee, it was felt that an annual fee of £50 would be appropriate.  This was seconded by BG.  All in favour.  Therefore the Clerk would write back to SCDC with our decision.

	Football Project – Astro Turf Pitch Refurbishment

A letter has been received from the Football Project with regard to the usage of their old surface once the new surface had been laid.  This subject was discussed at length and it was felt that the Parish Council, at present, could not think of anywhere in the village where the old surface could be used.

However, concerns were raised that if the school did not give permission to use their access for the resurfacing work, then the village green would have to be used and this would need to be considered.  The Clerk will write back to the Football Project and ask to be kept updated on the access issue before the work is carried out.

As this is a safety issue and has to be done SJ proposed that the work be carried out by Wickstead Leisure and this was seconded by BB.  All in favour.  As this amount exceeds the playground budget it was also agreed that the outstanding amount be taken from reserves.

a) Environment Committee


As no meeting took place there was nothing to report.
b) School Governors Report (B Waters)

The school is doing very well.  A new boiler is to be installed over the summer holidays.  OFSTED report will be done during the autumn.  Red Nose Day went very well and they are also having a special day to celebrate the Royal Wedding.

c) South Cambridgeshire District Council (BW/RH) 

Recycling figures are up and general waste is down due to the new blue bins.  From October 2010 to January 2011 composting of 57% has been achieved.  An Overview Committee is being created where residents can choose suitable topics for discussion along with local policies.

d) Cambridgeshire County Council (J Reynolds) 

The A14 was briefly debated and JR stated that although the plans have been put on hold they have been saved so if and when the decision goes ahead to upgrade the original plans will be used.  The Localism Bill was briefly discussed.  JR informed the meting that the potholes around the perimeter road have been started and the patching should be completed soon.
