Open Forum


Sgt Paul Rogerson of Histon Police

Sgt Rogerson attended the meeting to discuss perception of crime and the young people at the Skate Park.  It was agreed at the last meeting that the Parish Council would supply the connexions bus at the Skate Park for the young people to talk to outreach workers about their concerns and Sgt Rogerson informed the meeting that there was funding for this through their crime partnership fund.


Patrols have been going on with Jon Butler of the youth patch.  Ringway have been approached to look at the lighting and it has also been discussed to arrange for a competition at the Skate Park during the summer holidays.  The Connexions bus will initially make 3 visits with the possibility of more visits at a later date.


It was agreed that monitoring is needed at the Park to give the young people a feeling of safety and increase in interest.  Sgt Rogerson also agreed to try and find a young person who would be wiling to attend meetings from time to time to keep the Parish Council updated on concerns and events.


Lastly Sgt Rogerson would like to see the conifer trees at the entrance to the Park cut back to give better visibility and to create a feeling of safety.  MS thought it important to make the young people feel safe.  She informed Sgt Rogerson that consideration had been given originally to cutting the conifers down but that it had been felt at the time, from the point of view of road safety, they should stay.


Edward Byam-Cook of Madingley Parish Council


Edward Byam-Cook attended the meeting to discuss the possibility of opening up a cycleway that would connect Bar Hill to Coton and then on to Cambridge via Madingley.  The present difficulty is that Trinity College own most of the land.


There is a website on www.bhddmadcycle.com where potential users can add their names to the list to encourage the opening of a new cycleway.

 
North West Cambridge is in the process of having 3,000 houses built along with a new industrial area and a new college and a cycleway would benefit most people to keep fit and active.  A survey was done in March 2009 between 6am and 8pm when 106 cyclists used the current route, which is why we would like to see a safe cycleway, and at weekends it would encourage cyclists to come to our villages to use our facilities.  MS agreed to put a small piece in the Bar Hill News along with the website address.

Chairs Report


Library Meeting – Ways of saving money to keep our libraries open were discussed at the meeting held on 12th May 2011 and this public meeting was very well attending by the residents of the village.  A proposal has been made that the Libraries Adult Education and Arts be set up as a charity as rates would then not have to be paid and it would be easier to obtain grants and funding.  Also a reduction of staff to be replaced by volunteers has been suggested along with the Post Office wishing to increase their square footage so more rent would be available to the Library.


The Willows – MS reported that a meeting has been set up on Thursday 26th May at 10.30 to discuss with Matt his forthcoming annual budget.  MS stated that if anything major arises from this meeting then a Special Meeting would be called to discuss this subject matter.

Reports

a. Tesco Liaison (B Burrage)


Nothing to report at present, however for the information of the Council the new Manager is called Chris Bromwich.

b. Environment Committee

As no meeting took place there was nothing to report.  However please note that the next meeting will be held on Wednesday 1st June 2011 at 7.30pm
c. School Governors Report (B Waters)

A new Biologist Around School has been appointed for years 5 and 6.  Pupils from Hills Road and Bar Hill School are to get children more interested in science subjects.  There is also a Career Event on 7th June with 22 companies and stalls being brought in.  There have also been 2 visits from the Chief Executive of the County Council and the PTA is holding a Fun Day on 20th May between 3pm and 6pm.  Lastly The School Improvement Participation had a visit and was classed as outstanding. 

d. South Cambridgeshire District Council (BW/RH) 

There was great success in even more Conservatives being voted in this last local election.  The next SCDC meeting will be held next week so no further information available at present.

e. Cambridgeshire County Council (J Reynolds) 

JDol asked about the “real time” bus plans and wondered why Bar Hill was not included in this scheme.  JR replied that it was only rolled out in Cambridge due to private development money being available within Cambridge and was not from County Council funds.

BH asked why the library computers were not as fast as the Cambridge library computers and JR replied that this was because of a 12 year fixed contract with Virgin, which meant that they could not be upgraded within that 12 year period.  However, this contract period is now coming to an end and a new contract has been agreed that will make computers in other libraries run as fast. 

f. Community Safety (M Bujar) 

Due to Sgt Rogerson visiting the Parish Council this evening Mani did not send a report.

However, MS felt this was the time to discuss the DPPO as the Task and Finish Group Meeting was held today.  Inspector Chris Savage, Phillip Aldis of SCDC, BW, RH, SJ, MS, JR and the Clerk all attended.  If the DPPO were replaced there would be 4 joint visits a year looking to see if there are any problems in the village and then if this were the case the issues would be raised within the partnership.

P Aldis also talked about Trading Standards talking to licenced premises and their responsibility with regard to selling alcohol to underage children.  There will also be regular contact between all the people within the crime prevention partnership.

The plan needs to be robust enough to enable the police to move people on when causing a nuisance.  There will also be a monthly ASB Task Group run by SCDC and the next meeting of the Task and Finish Group will be 8th September 2011 after the summer holidays where a review will take place on what, if anything, has occurred during the summer.

g. Residents Association (R Hall)

RH reported that the Sports & Social Club turned down the opportunity of holding the annual Firework Display and if no other organisation shows an interest soon then RH is afraid that there will be no more fireworks in the village from this year.

Nothing to report as no meeting was held.

i.
Village Hall Management Committee (S Jenkins) 

The monthly accounts were copied to the Councillors for inspection and everything looks very healthy.  SJ reported that there will not be a New Year’s Eve Disco this year but they will be letting out the hall for private functions.  The patio was discussed briefly and also the area under the Social Club balcony was briefly discussed as this had originally been offered to the Cricket Club but the Playgroup would like to extend this area into a “Quiet Area”.
