	Items for Information

Village Green - goalposts

A letter has been received from a concerned resident about the holes left in the village green by the Football Club’s goalposts.  MP confirmed that when the Adult Football Club is playing then the holes are always blocked off at the end of every game with plastic stoppers.  He feels these are adequate covers for the holes.  Obviously there may be times when people may remove them for whatever reason but as soon as this is noticed they are blocked off again as the Club has a large supply of plastic covers for this purpose.

There was a short discussion on this subject and MS the proposed that a letter be written to the resident with this information and to also recommend that dogs should be kept on a lead when walking on the village green as this would also rectify any possible problem.  This was seconded by BG.  All in favour.

SCDC – Planning Services Scrutiny Report

A report has been received and it was agreed that JDol would read this document in detail and report back to the next meeting.

Signs in the Village

It was reported that signs have started to appear around the industrial area once again and MP proposed that a letter by written to Alan Choat informing him that a proliferation of illegal signs have started to appear and would he be kind enough to ask the business units if they could put their resources together and have a proper sign made to be placed at the entrance of Trafalgar Way indicating where the companies are located and this was seconded by MS.  All in favour.

Anglian Water

BG reported that Anglian Water have been doing work in the village, specifically on the green area by the children’s play equipment at Pheasant Rise, and he feels that they should be informing the Parish Council, as a matter of courtesy, when work is being carried out in the village.  It was agreed that a letter would be sent to them.

MP reported that green waste is still at the back of Hollytrees and Foxhollow.  The Clerk has already asked S Lawlor to take this waste way but will chase up.
