	Items for Information

Disabled Parking – 8 Appletrees

An email was read out after the Clerk had a conversation with the resident at 8 Appletrees who has now been classed as disabled and would like to have a parking space specifically for her.  It was agreed that legal advice would need to be sought as the parking spaces in this area are on the public highway but in the meantime a site visit would take place to see if a space could be allocated to this address. 

Scout Hut – Anti-Social behaviour

An email has been received from the Scout Group following a park bench being placed on the roof for the second time this year.  JDol asked BB if he would, in his capacity as Vice-Chair of the Village Hall Management Committee, to find out who owns the bench and ask that it be bolted to the ground.

Noyes & Noyes – Viking Way road repairs

An email has been received indicated that one of the spur roads off Viking Way is in need of repair.  Andrew Noyes has already spoken with Tesco legal department who informed him that there was no agreement for them to maintain this part of Viking Way.  However, he has a document that states the Parish Council is also under no legal obligation to the freeholders to keep this part of the road repaired.  The Parish Council do not have the funds, at present, for any repairs and a letter will be sent to Noyes & Noyes stating this.  

SCDC – Parish Training and Information Session

There is a training session on Wednesday 12th October at 5pm at SCDC offices and the Clerk indicated that she would be happy to attend.  MS and JDol also specified that they would attend this training event.

SCDC – Northstowe Phase 1 Transport & Assessment Scoping Report

MS recently attended a meeting with regard to Northstowe and a further meeting is to be scheduled during the autumn, which she will attend.  It seems that a planning application for the construction of 1500 dwellings will be put forward towards the end of this year.  Therefore this information will be noted and filed.

New Dwelling – 17 Otter Close

It has been reported that now the work for the new dwelling has started there is a great deal of damage being done to the grass verges and also the road is being blocked on a regular basis with large vehicles delivering materials etc.  It was agreed that the Clerk would write to the Highways Department, with a copy to SCDC, giving them details of this new build and our concerns on the damage and danger caused by these vehicles.

Skate Park – Trees

SJ reported that Anglian Water have cut down several trees at the Skate Park to enable them to carry out works to the water supply.  The Parish Council are aware that this work needs to be done but they should have informed the Parish Council of their intentions, as a matter of courtesy.

Salt Bins

BG reported that the County Council have filled up the village salt bins in readiness for the winter.  The Clerk also confirmed that she has put in an order for two extra bins at the reduced cost of £95 each.

Domino Printing Ltd

MS and SJ attended a meeting recently to discuss Domino’s intention of putting in a planning application for a new warehouse.  They visited the factory floor and were very interested to see what Domino did.  There will be a meeting for the Parish Council on Friday 23rd September followed by a Public Meeting in the Village Hall on 24th September.  This will be put on the October agenda for further discussion.

147 Hillcrest

MP reported that hedging to the rear of 147 Hillcrest has started to encroach on the public footpath.  The Clerk will add this to her environmental list.
