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	Visitors to meeting

Nick and Rachel from Domino Printing attended the meeting to give feedback after the public exhibitions that were attended by the residents of Bar Hill.  Nick informed the meeting that the pre-application documents would be submitted on Monday 17th October.

Over 100 people attended the exhibitions over the two-day period and response seemed very positive.  A large report was handed out to all councillors with the statistics on various aspects of the plans including comments made by residents, concerns and opinions.

The document was inspected page by page and JR asked if the footpath between Bar Hill and Lolworth could be upgraded to a cycleway.  They had not thought along those lines but it could be a possibility.

Also MP asked if the road from Trafalgar way to the roundabout could be widened.  Rachel replied that this would not be in their budget but it was felt that this could be something the Highways Agency might consider, even without Domino expanding their facility, this road is a big problem for the village and a second lane would help with the traffic congestion during rush hour.

After 30 minutes of questions and answers they thanked the meeting for their time and left.

It was agreed that the Clerk would contact them and ask for their existing lorry movements in and out of the village and what they forecast the movements to be after the new building has been completed. 
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	Bar Hill Library

This matter was debated at length and it was agreed that no financial aid is necessary to keep the Library open at present.
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	Environment Committee

MP proposed that in view of the forthcoming planning application from Domino it was agreed that the Environment Committee would not proceed with the help offered by Domino to help with the maintenance of the village stream and this was seconded by MS.  All in favour.
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	DPPO

This matter was discussed at length due to BW being interviewed by BBC Radio Cambridgeshire and they had misquoted her over several remarks made and reported on this subject incorrectly.  After speaking with their producer she had been told a new version would be broadcast.  BBC Radio Cambridgeshire informed its listeners that, at a meeting today, the DPPO was going to be revoked, although we have it on good authority that there has been no decision made as yet.  The Parish Council is still waiting for a presentation from SCDC and the Police Authority scheduled for November and the meeting to decide on the future of the DPPO is being held on Thursday 26th January 2012.

Domino Printing – This subject has already been discussed at length.

New Dwelling – 17 Otter Close – The Clerk had written to SCDC Planning Department with our concerns on this new build.  A reply has been received back and JDol read out the email, which indicated that SCDC would be meeting with the developer to ensure that all planning conditions are met.

Salt Bins at Hanover Housing – MP requested that the salt bin located close to the Maple Surgery be filled in time for the cold weather.  The clerk replied that the County Council would not fill this up as it is on a private road so she will ask our handyman to purchase the salt and fill it.  MP will also find the salt bin on Hanover Housing grounds so this can also be filled up.  BB was concerned that we did not have permission from the Head Office and asked if the Clerk would write to them informing them of our wish to help with the gritting of the area.

Park benches on Village Green – BB has now been informed that the park bench that found its way on to the Scout Hut roof was a donated bench and is not bolted down.  He will ask at the next Management Committee Meeting if they would bolt any loose benches down, otherwise the Parish Council are happy to do it.

Skate Park access

An email has been received from the County Council following a meeting with MS and BW with regard to a meeting to discuss a safe crossing at the Skate Park.  It was noted that a pedestrian sign has gone missing and this will be replaced.

To improve the visibility it would cost approximately £100 for the wording “slow” to be put on the road making it more visible to road users and to upgrade the existing mobility crossing would be in excess of £800.  A zebra crossing at this point would cost in excess of £15,000.  This information was briefly discussed and it was agreed that this would be brought up at the next Parish Council meeting for further discussion.

Tesco – Bus Shelter

JDol asked if BB would visit Tesco once again and ask for the bus shelter seat to be cleaned again.  They did agree to do this once a month but it seems to be getting dirty before they do the cleaning.
