To receive quotation from Letting Agencies for commercial properties

Three quotations have now been received for the contract of managing the two commercial properties, The Willows and The Farmhouse.  A discussion then took place on the best quotation to accept.  The highest quotation from Noyes & Noyes was disregarded.

In view of the recent correspondence from the Colts Football Club MS felt that although we should go ahead with The Willows with immediate effect, we should wait until we have a more formal proposal from the Colts before allowing the Farmhouse to be taken on.

BG then proposed that we accept the quotation from Robinson & Layer to take on the management of The Willows with immediate effect and the Farmhouse will be delayed until some remedial work has been done and this was seconded by MP.  All in favour.

MP would be in favour of a village organisation taking over the Farmhouse over an outside commercial company but with regards to the Colts would like to see firm plans and funding arrangements in place before a decision is made.  This was then debated at length.

MS then proposed that if we hear no more from the Colts then we go ahead with Robinson & Layer for both properties with immediate effect and hand the details of the three prospective tenants over the Robinson & Layer and let them decide who takes on the Farmhouse.  This was seconded by BG.  All in favour.

Gritting Workshop

The Clerk informed the meeting that Steve Lawlor attended the Gritting Workshop and he is now the official gritting officer for the village.  He has ordered, free of charge, two gritting machines one of which is a small machine that takes a saline solution, which is put on the ground before the snow falls.  Salt and the saline solution have been ordered and will be kept at the office.

When the County Council get a call about an area that needs to be gritted, they will contact the Clerk, she will arrange for Steve to go out and grit the area in question and they would like to have a 24 to 36 hour completion to their request.  The machines will be at our disposal at all other times.

This was then discussed further and it was agreed that the comments should read as follows:-

Although the Parish Council approve of these plans we have grave concerns about the traffic flow at peak times on to an already overcrowded road between Trafalgar Way and the A14.

Letter from Ginn & Co with regard to repairs to Viking Way

After receiving a letter from Hogan Lovells International Solicitors about road repairs to Viking Way, the Clerk asked for advice from the Parish Council Solicitors, Ginn & Co and the reply states that we are under no general duty by the Parish Council to maintain this road and we are not responsible for any injuries incurred.  However they do suggest a sign is put up advising road users of uneven areas.

They also suggest that we could get three quotations for the repairs needed and then to informally write to Tesco asking if they could pay for the repairs, as this would “bolster their public image”.  MS the proposed that we obtain 3 quotations for these repairs and then write to Tesco and this was seconded by MP.  For=6.  Abstained=1 (JDol, due to a prejudicial interest).  Therefore the motion was carried.
