To approve Minutes of Previous Meeting

Little Meadow

Any Other Business

· Mills & Reeve Solicitors – Q-Arc Building at Saxon Way

A letter has been received from Mills & Reeve requesting permission to change the Land Registry to show permitted right of way over Viking Way.  This permission was granted in 2000 but Land Registry did not extend the right of way far enough for it to be of benefit.  This matter was discussed at length and it was agreed that as this was a Land Registry error we would give them the permission, if they pay all the necessary fees.

Also it was felt that whilst writing, the Clerk should make it clear to the company that we will be seeking a yearly income from the users of this road to enable the Parish Council to make necessary road repairs in the future.

· Captain Cole – Reply from MS re footpaths and bus shelter

MS has already written a reply to Captain Cole on his queries about the Little Meadow footpath and there were two issues that he brought up.  Firstly, the issue on the right of way, which is already being dealt with by the Legal Department at the County Council.  The second issue is that he would like to see the footpath extended to the new bus stop that has been erected at the end of Field View and also a bus shelter to be installed.

MS has informed him that we will look at installing a bus shelter next year, as this will need to go in to the budget for the 2006/2007 financial year and also we will site visit the area at some stage to see if a footpath can be installed.

MS asked if Councillors could go and visit the area in question and get their opinions for the next Planning Meeting.  SJ suggested that in the meantime, we go ahead and obtain quotations for the footpath.

· Budget Meeting

The Environment Committee will be meeting on Wednesday 2nd November and the Clerk will put the budget for next year on the agenda for discussion.  Also to be put on the agenda for the next Planning Committee Meeting.  A preliminary date has been fixed for the Budget Meeting to be held on Monday 14th November at 7.30.  The Clerk will inform all concerned of the date.

· Footpath leading from Otter Gardens to Viking Way

Many residents have been very upset that this footpath has now been shut off.  The Clerk has been instructed to write to SCDC to ask if the company in question has put in a planning application for change of use for this footpath.  The residents of the village have to put in an application and it was felt that companies should have to do the same.

· Information Centre

The Planning Committee looked at several letters that have been receive in the past with regard to the Information center.  All the plans differ to some extent and it was agreed that the Clerk would obtain an up to date plan from Land Registry.

This will enable the Parish Council to determine whether the Moat House sign is actually on Parish Council land.
