Letter from Secretary of State re Thruffle Way

Broken Manhole Cover

TF reported a broken manhole cover outside the Information Centre.  The Clerk will get the necessary repairs done to make it safe.

Plastics Recycling

GH reported that the plastics recycling bin at Tesco was not being emptied regularly and asked if this could be looked into.  BW replied that it is emptied as and when necessary but unfortunately people are not using the facility correctly, which is creating more problems.

Recycling at Moat House Hotel

HD reported that the Hotel are not recycling their glass bottles and felt that due to the amount of bottles they must have in any one week, there should be a stipulation for the Hotel to recycle properly.  BW suggested that she write to Hotel, as a resident, and inform them of her observations and ask if they would consider recycling.

HGV Parking in the Village

This was briefly discussed as BW, JDol and the Clerk attended a meeting with the County Council about the problems that the village faces with large vehicles parking in the residential areas.  It was noticed that we have incorrect signage in Gladeside, leading to Robin Close and the County Council will correct this mistake.  Hopefully this will make a big difference to the amount of large vehicles.

Dumped Signs

Whilst collecting litter recently HD found two Haart’s For Sale signs dumped in the wood.  A call to Haart’s will be made to ask them to remove these signs.

Also Mr Bell of Thruffle Way has reported that there has been a great deal of rubbish dumped by the bus stop at Hillcrest.  The Clerk will write to SCDC and ask for this to be removed.
