Viking Way

BB reported that although Tesco had made an attempt to tidy the area up but unfortunately within a couple days old trolleys had found their way back to this area along with the hole in the ground that was only fixed temporarily.  Environmental health visited the area on Wednesday 7th December and as yet we have not heard back from them.

Information Centre

Planning Applications:-

a) Dragon Mage Games (Unit 7 Viking Way) Change of use

Plans for the change of use to these premises was discussed at length.  Basically it is gong to be an indoor adventure playground, along the lines of Mission Impossible, with young people getting involved in spy games.  It was agreed that approval would be given but we would register our concerns about the increase in traffic at various times of the days and the possibility of increased anti-social behaviour.
b) 24 Hillcrest – Extension

Plans for a two-story front extension has been received and these were looked by the Planning Committee.  As no objections had been received from neighbours the Planning Committee approved the plans.

c) Unit 11 The Mall (Phone 4 U) - Signs

Plans for new signage for Phones 4 U have been received for the new unit at The Mall (where the old Post office once traded).  They are moving premises and the signs were approved by the Planning Committee.

· Letter from G Hayden-Smith – Proposed extension

A letter has been received from G Hayden-Smith of 180 The Spinney asking permission, if the need arises, for them, to use the rear of the footpath whilst their extension is being built.  This was agreed by the Planning Committee and the letter will be put on file.

· Letter from Brian Jenkins – tree root damage to drainage


A request has been received from Brian Jenkins of 138 Pheasant Rise for the Parish Council to pay for the consultation work that has been carried out by Dyno-Rod to look at the drains.  The blockage was apparently caused by tree root damage.  This matter was discussed at length and a site visit would take place after the meeting to establish exactly where the problem is.  Once the site visit has taken place the Clerk will write to the Insurance Company and ask for them to deal with it.

· Illegal Fly Posting

SJ reported that illegal signs are appearing in the village for the sale of Christmas trees etc.  As most of these signs are being put along the perimeter road, which is the responsibility of the County Council, the Clerk will write to the County Council and request they be taken down.

· Information Centre

DM reported that the prospective new owners have already mentioned the state of the Information Centre and they have been informed that if permission is granted for access, then the building will be demolished.  He will keep the Parish Council informed of the situation.  Also the Willow Tree to the side of the building needs to be cut back away from the footpath.  The Clerk will organise this.
