2.
To approve Minutes of Previous Meeting

The Minutes from the last Planning Meeting dated 8th December 2005 were read and approved.  Proposed by MS and seconded by BB.  All in favour.

Matters arising from previous minutes

Field View Footpath

A quotation has been received for a new footpath to be installed at the bus stop at Field View to the cost of £1,570.00.  For auditing purposes it was agreed that a further 2 quotes were required before a decision could be made.

The Clerk informed the Planning Committee that she had a telephone call from Domino who is happy to sponsor the new bus shelter to the value of £1000.

Planning Applications:-

a) 10 The Fairway – Extension

The plans for an extension, which had been previously passed but the permission of 5 years had elapsed, were looked at the Planning Committee and were passed unanimously. 

b) Tesco Stores – Extension to provide Nutri Centre

Plans for an extension to be built, on the outside of the store, but within the confines of the Tesco property, to hold a Nutri-Centre had been received.  BB feels that the Parish Council should object because of the extra traffic this will bring to the village.  DM also objected but felt that the plans would be approved anyway.  MS believes that we should enlist the help of John Reynolds in this matter as far as the traffic is concerned.  We would like Highways to have input in this and should be pro-active in getting the existing problem solved before it is made worse by Tesco.  It was agreed that the plans should go to full Parish Council next week for a decision to be made.

Also BB informed the meeting that at the entrance of Viking Way, there is no sign to indicate where Tesco Loading area is located.  He feels that by putting a sign at the entrance this could alleviate some of the problem with HGV’s not knowing where to turn.

Any Other Business

· Viking Way – traffic calming measures

The Clerk went through some documents that have been received from a Wheel Clamping Company to help with the traffic problems we are facing in Viking Way.  Fine notices are supplied by this company and the Clerk (or other authorised person) would need to put a notice on the windscreen of the HGV.  The fine will then be paid to the company and if the company does not comply they will be taken to the small claims court.

MS did not like this idea very much as this could put members of staff in danger.  MS felt that the best way forward was road-narrowing measures.  This was then discussed at length and it was agreed that no decision could be made until we have had a site meeting with May Gurney.

· Planning Application Workshop

This workshop was attended, some time ago, by a Councillor who has now left the Parish Council.  MS or SJ would like to attend this workshop, to be held on 3rd March 2006, as it was felt the information could be useful to the Planning Committee.  The price to attend is £30 and MS suggested that this matter be discussed at the next full Parish Council meeting before we commit ourselves.

· County Council letter – illegal signs on perimeter road

A letter has been received from County Council saying that the whole of the perimeter road (even by the Industrial area) belongs to the Parish Council.  To this end it is our responsibility to take down illegal posters.

A discussion then took place as the Parish Council was under the impression that the outer ring road belonged to the County Council, although the Clerk informed the meeting that most of this area is public bridleway, which comes under the jurisdiction of the Countryside and Access Team at the County Council.

· Graffiti on bus stops – update by Clerk

The Clerk explained to the meeting about the graffiti that had appeared on some of the bus stops close to Christmas.  She has had a meeting with one of our handymen and he was looking into having the walls primed so they could be painted over each time graffiti appeared.

BB felt that it might be more beneficial for the Parish Council to purchase a jet washer so whenever graffiti appeared it could be dealt with immediately.  It was agreed that the Clerk would look into prices for a jet washer.  It was also agreed that a piece would be put on to the web site about the graffiti appearing on Parish Council property over the Christmas period.  Also to inform the residents that the Parish Council is investigating ways of having it removed.
