To approve Minutes of Previous Meeting

The Minutes from the last Planning Meeting dated 12th January 2006 were read and approved.  Proposed by MS and seconded by DM.  All in favour.

Matters arising from previous minutes

Field View Footpath

We have now received two quotations for the new footpath at Field View, one for £1,570 and one for £1,900.  SJ proposed that we agree the quotation at £1,570 and go ahead with the work.  Seconded by MS.  All in favour.  The Clerk will check the previous minutes to see where this funding will be taken from, although MS was sure the Parish Council agreed it would be taken from reserves.

Viking Way

A short discussion took place on the problems we have in Viking Way.  DM asked if the Parish Council also owned all the small roads leading from the main Viking Way road.  This was not known for sure; although the Clerk mentioned that the road outside Bar Hill Motors was yellow lined by Tesco some time ago so she assumed this was in the ownership of Tesco.  The Clerk will investigate exactly what roads belong to whom for the next meeting.

a) Tesco Stores – Change of Use – Car Valeting Ltd

Further plans for the change of use of car parking spaces were submitted but again the Planning Committee felt this would have a visual impact on the residents of Gladeside.  Also SJ felt that now they have moved it closer to the school this could cause noise disruption during school hours.

It was therefore agreed that the Parish Council would object on the grounds of the visual impact to the residents of Gladeside, the noise impact on Bar Hill Primary School and also the increased traffic congestion caused by the loss of 7 car parking spaces.
